During the week of May 15-19, 2008, we held

The First Convention of Music & Art for Education and the Israeli socieryl‘/%ﬂ&‘{f > é"” ‘%/

The Convention presented music and art, bringing together musicians and plastic artists, those who wield the
implements that nurture and foster culture in our and enlightened society. The events of this gathering featured
the works and contributions these performers and artists, who as educators enrich the world of young and old
alike.

The events of the Convention focused on five cultural layers:

7 Three days of concerts (May 15-17) with 12 musical events in the concert halls, providing a stage for
Maestros musicians and its guests and attracting an audience of some thousand visitors from all over the
country.

The concerts presented a variety of jazz, classical, and Middle Eastern music, performed by vocalists and on
wind and stringed instruments.

The performers included school-age conservatory pupils, music academy students, Maestro graduates, and
Maestro’s senior teaching staff, along with guest artists.

The concert venues: the Ein Hod Ampitheatre, Janco Dada Museum, Yad Gertrude Kraus, Olive Press Gallery,
Cultural Center , Magal House, and the Marcel Janco House.

2 “Nitzanei Maestro" ("Maestro Buds”) - hosting 200 children and accompanying adults from Dimona, Kefar
Veradim/Md'ale Yosef; Jerusalem, Beit Shean, and the Carmel Coast. A day of activities during which the
children enjoyed master classes for piano, violin, cello, flute, and clarinet; a masks workshop; activity in the
Dadalab art workshop of the Janco Dada Museum, a stained glass workshop, and a visit to the Nisco Museum
of Mechanical Music. The day concluded with a concert including the children of "Nitzanei Maestro” debut
performance as an orchestra ensemble.

7 “At Home Together” -the Jewish Agency for Israel program involving immigrant families from all over the
world and veteran Israeli families who "adopt” them. 500 program participants in an experiential visit: an
introduction to the unique settlement of Ein Hod, an encounter with artists, tour of the museums and
galleries, concluding with a moonlight concert in the Amphitheatre.

2 Cultural events - "Welcoming the Sabbath” with Hebrew songs, Torah commentary, and an interview program.

7 Ein Hod Open House - galleries and artists' workshops, after-dark screenings of music films in the
Amphitheatre, house concerts in residents’ homes.

During the course of the Convention, Ein Hod was visited by thousands of children, guests, supporters of music,
the plastic arts, and culture, who expressed their thanks and appreciation of the quality of the program content,
the production level, and the unique and rich variety of events.

The Convention achieved its primary goals: gathering together children from Israel's socio-geographic periphery
to celebrate the conclusion of Maestro’s first year of activity, providing a stage for performers, showcasing for
a new audience the Maestro organization and its activities, fundraising, and forging a long-term association with
Ein Hod and its residents.

® The concerts’ proceeds have been donated to fund scholarships for instrumental music lessons for children of
the periphery population, fo be granted at the start of the upcoming 2008/9 school year.
