The 4™Music and Art Festival for Education and Society in Israel, Maestro in EinHod,

which took place June 8-11, 2011, under the artistic direction of Gil Shohat.
A wealth of events at the festival gave expression to the music, art and messages of musicians, artists and actors—a creative
class capable of shaping and inspiring a cultured and enlightened society. This year's festival took place in the aftermath of
the Carmel Fire of December 2010. Evidence of the fire could still be seen all around and the residents of Ein Hod, whose
lives have not yet returned to normal, remain partners in continuing the festival's artistic creation. We salute them with our
music and appreciation.
The large audience that attended the festival enjoyed a broad array of wonderful concerts, performed at the highest level and
in musical styles that appealed to diverse audiences: concerts for the entire family, chamber music at the museum, vocal
concerts, classical and jazz fusion and contemporary Israeli music in the amphitheater. The performers included Maestro
musicians who teach throughout the year in communities in Israel's periphery.
The festival opened with a classical concert performed by the "Israel Hayden Quartet"”, whose first violinist, Eyal Kless, is a
senior teacher for the Maestro Association.
The program emphasized pieces by the composer Gustav Mahler in two outstanding concerts, "Das Knaben Wunderhorn™ and
a special performance of "Das Lied von der Erde".
During the festival various ensembles of music students from the Hof Hacarmel Regional Council performed in the village
streets, creating a special open-air musical experience for visitors. At Beit Gertrude the ensembles gave classical concerts as
well as recitals, vocal performances, jazz concerts, and more. At their side, we were delighted this year to welcome the dance
studio of the Hof Hacarmel Regional Council, which performed dance pieces in the amphitheater and in the main plaza.
Players from the Arma Theater, directed by Lisa Jacobson and Gil Bechar, contributed street theater in the center of the
village, in keeping with the spirit of the place and the music.
This year the artist Dan Hamitzer once again contributed the "Maestronigma" Riddle, a riddle that appeared on a sculpture by
the artist Dina Merhav, which was placed in the village center. The answer to the riddle was "Nisco", the founder and director
of the music box museum in Ein Hod. The museum and its contents are still recovering from fire damage. The solver of the
riddle received a sculpture by the artist Valentina Brussilovskaya, whose home, unfortunately, was completely destroyed by
the fire.
An homage exhibit also took place in honor of Bob Nechin, the stained glass artist, whose art was selected to adorn the
festival's publications.
A new activity, "MiTav LeKav" (from notes to lines), was organized this year by the painter Ziva Kainar. In this activity, Ein
Hod artists painted the concerts as they took place. Each concert was attended by at least two artists who, from their perch in
the audience, recorded their musical experience in lines and color. The paintings were exhibited after each concert, thus
allowing audience members to enjoy an enhanced experience; not only did they hear the concert, they could also view it in a
painting as well. Sales of the paintings help the artists and the Maestro Association continue their artistic and educational
pursuits.
Special thanks and blessings to the musicians, to the artists of Ein Hod, the students who participated in the various activities,
the residents of Ein Hod—for their partnership and support, the Hof Hacarmel Regional Council and its residents, Mifal
Hapayis, The Ministry of Culture and Sport, The Ministry of Tourism, The Jewish Agency for Israel, The Rich Foundation,
Bank Hapoalim, The Jewish Federation of New Hampshire and artists who contributed their arts—Dan Hamitzer, Asher
Froilach and Gil Bechar.
